CENTRAL LAKES TRUST GRANTS MORE THAN $1.2M TO COMMUNITY PROJECTS

Central Lakes Trust approved 43 grants totaling $1,273,895 during the April – June 2010 quarter. This represented a significant increase from the corresponding quarter last year when 26 applications totaling just over $750,000 were approved. 
“The total grants approved during this quarter are the highest over recent years for the same period and highlights Central Lakes Trust’s commitment to maintain important financial support for agencies in the region that provide essential social services” Paul Allison, Chief Executive of Central Lakes Trust said. 

“We know that our grants make a difference and reinforces the Trust’s vision of making our community a better place to be” he continued. 

This quarter’s grants included one of $35,521 to Central Otago Health Inc for the purchase of a Transportable Ventilator Life Support Machine which will be housed at Dunstan Hospital. The new ventilator is the same as the ones used at the Dunedin Hospital Intensive Care Unit (ICU) retrieval service and will be fully transportable by air and road.  It will enable patients to be seamlessly transferred to the ICU retrieval team from Dunedin for further treatment.

The three largest grants approved by Central Lakes Trust during the past quarter were $150,000 to the Central Cultural Centre Trust for the installation of internal public toilets in its Central Stories building, $120,000 to the Upper Clutha Tracks Trust for the extension of two tracks and $100,000 to Wanaka Primary School for its new proposed hall which will also be available for community use.   

Twenty community groups received grants to assist with their annual operational costs.  Featuring amongst these were Alexandra Citizens Advice Bureau ($9,000), Alexandra Senior Citizens Centre ($10,624), Salvation Army Alexandra ($28,000), Central Otago Compassionate Friends ($9,500) and Central Otago Victim Support ($15,000), Wakatipu Abuse Prevention Network ($60,000), Disabilities Resource Centre Queenstown ($20,000), Families First Trust ($40,000), Happiness House Trust ($36,000), Queenstown Citizens Advice Bureau ($12,500), Presbyterian Support Southland ($32,000), Presbyterian Support Otago ($45,200) Salvation Army Wakatipu ($20,000), Wakatipu Victim Support Group ($7,980), Sport Central ($25,000), Timeout Carers Trust ($30,000), Dunedin Community Law Centre ($16,000), Cromwell Community Welfare Trust ($4,500)  and Upper Clutha Women’s Support ($20,000).
